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REPORT NOTES

The statistical datain the following report are derived from the Police Information Management System (PIMS.) and
compiled by the Centralized Analysis Unit. The numbers reported may change on a daily basis due to the dynamic
nature of offences being reported and cleared.

All datain this report are based on accumulated to date information with the exception of Communications, Alarms,
Domestics, Weapons and Youth.

The number of offences recorded may be higher at some later date due to late reporting.  Although this does not
greatly affect the number of occurrences logged, it is particularly evident in the number of offences cleared and the
percentage cleared numbers. Cases are often cleared months and sometimes years later. Therefore, clearances for
previous years may appear to be much higher than those of the present year. The percent of cases cleared reflects
the number of cases cleared by charge or cleared otherwise.

The Controlled Drugs and Substances Act (CDSA) came into force on May 14, 1997. This Act repeals and replaces
the Narcotics Control Act (NCA) and Part 111 (Controlled Drugs) and Part 1V (Restricted Drugs) of the Food and
Drugs Act (FDA). Effective January 1, 2001, a new reporting procedure was implemented whereby NCA, FDA,
and all CDSA offences are now included in this report.
